Summary for Fall into Gardening  

For the first time since 2019, the chapter was pleased once again to offer the public education 
day, “Fall into Gardening”, on Saturday, October 7th.  This has always been 
a popular traditional event to offer soil testing, educational classes, clinic 
tabling for garden answers, and many displays to demonstrate gardening 
skills and techniques. Classes were entertaining as well as educational.  
“Succulents”, “Snails and Slugs” and “Native Plants and Pollinators” 
provided quite a variety of information for the attendees, which included 
community members as well as Master Gardeners who received educational hours.  There were 
displays demonstrating Mason Bees, Gardening with less water using mulching techniques, 
Understanding pH, Seed Saving, Raised Beds, Season extenders, Pruning basics, Drip systems, and 
Fall cleanup techniques.

A team of MGs provided free soil testing with advisement for amending their soils based on the 
results received.  Since fall is an excellent time to address pH concerns for garden soil, this has 
been a popular service provided.  There were folks who brought their gardening questions and 
received information from a Master Gardener team at the “Let’s Talk Plants” table.  
 
We plan to offer a similar event in the spring:  “Garden Discovery Day”, with free soil testing, 
educational classes, tabling time for garden advice, and displays.  We look forward to inviting the 
public to attend and chapter members to volunteer for this event.  Watch for an announcement 
with date and opportunity to volunteer soon.
